Various discussion points were as follows
1. Welcomed by introduction was the committee’s new member Paula Gentempo

2. Each member will take on a responsibility as the contact person for various responsibilities such as:
a. Liaison to the mayor - Julie
b. Communications, publicizing meetings and providing press releases etc. to the media - Rich
c. Landscaping, consistency of appearance of items throughout the borough – Eileen and Paula
d. Providing ordinance guidance – Harvey
e. Others assignment to follow as they are determined

3. Made known was the name of the reporter for the Coaster: Pete Walson. Also, owner of Coaster is Ellen Conner

4. Added to the email list for QOL minutes and other communications will be the mayor, Police chief Lenny Guida, and Biagio Cofone and Pat Allen of the DPW.

5. The committee would like to understand the percentage of time the zoning officer allocates to code enforcement and as well of those hours of the two part-time employees. A suggestion was made to look into the feasibility of using “ones”, the nom de guerre for a for class one officers who would help to enforce code transgressions.  Tom will be looking into further and provide the committee with further details if feasible. It was also discussed that a Business Administrator is critically needed to lead and manage.

6. Because of the pivotal role that the zoning officer holds in the function of this committee, several items of old business were tabled due to his not being present for this meeting.  Julie would reach out for an update and provide to committee once received.

7. Discussed was the effects of abandoned buildings/ tear downs/restaurants or construction/repair on structures where pests such as roaches and mice are disturbed therefore spreading to adjacent buildings. Noted is that the borough follows International Building Code that includes mandatory extermination services before such work proceeds. Committee would like to be provided an update from code as to how this is handled and ensure the safety of its residents and businesses. 

8. Tom provided several photos of various displaced dumpsters and buildings that are in need of major repairs, painting, etc. He strongly recommended increased enforcement of code is needed. The entire committee agreed that code enforcement be taken seriously. Tickets and summons need to be issued.  Residents and home/building owners do not take warnings seriously. There are numerous abandoned buildings, residential homes, commercial businesses in disrepair.  Violations include: chipping paint, rotted exteriors, overgrown landscaping, etc.  

9. Everyone agreed that business signage (canvas banners, etc..) is again getting out of hand. A few years back this occurred and at that time it was rectified and noticeably this abuse has crept back and is here again to be addresses. In particular, discussed was the amount of window sign coverage, including painted windows, and the increased use of illuminated signage. There are existing codes to address these issues that are not currently being enforced.

10. The garden club will be sprucing up the tree beds along Main Street. Concerned with the tree beds meeting ADA compliance passage space was mentioned to be a potential problem. 

11. It was brought out that the trees along main street need pruning for the health and longevity of the trees as well as improve appearance. Audience Member, Jane DeNoble of the Garden Club advised that a proposal was presented to the town in 2016 with a fee schedule of $75.00 per tree.  The committee would appreciate an update on proposal.

12. Revisited Issue: As previously recommended by this committee, was the addition of having bulk pick up day(s). This was approved by the council to have it included in the request for bids when the RFPs went out soliciting vendors for trash/rubbish pickup. With the change to having the borough doing thrash/rubbish pickup this was lost in the dust. After discussion, it was agreed that we once again urge the borough to work this
“resident friendly” feature into our trash pickup schedule. 

13. AirBNB type short term rentals was discussed. It is recognized by this committee that there are many municipalities negatively affected by this new business model together with the knowledge that a great deal of activity is going on to find a way to control the adverse aspects of this widely popular new way of short term renting of rooms. As such, it was agreed topic would be more appropriately handled by the borough council and their legal counsel.

Along with this discussion was the questioning of how code is to handle the CO process with the challenges that these type rentals bring. As well, there is the suspicion that there are rental units other than the short stay types mentioned above that don’t obtain a new CO when changing rental tenants.

14. It was discussed having a workshop with QOL appointed committee members only.  Committee agreed.  Dates TBD.
