Reconstruction project (the “Project”) in the Asbury Park Press on August 6, 2016 with a return
date of August 18, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Borough received one bid from Stoneridge Inc. in the amount of
$166,200. plus $70,375.00 on the return date; and

WHEREAS, the total bid submitted by Stoneridge, Inc., is significantly higher than the
Borough’s budgeted amount for the Project; and

WHEREAS, the total bid submitted by Stoneridge, Inc., exceeds the amount budgeted
and available for the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Chief Financial Officer has recommended the Borough
reject the bid received from Stoneridge Inc., because it exceeds the budgeted amount for the
Project; and

WHEREAS, the Borough’s Public Works Director has recommended the Borough
authorize re-advertising of the Project which, in their opinion, should result in lower bids.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough of Bradley Beach hereby rejects
the bid proposal of Stoneridge, Inc., for the Centennial Fountain and Pool Reconstruction Project
in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-13.2a (“the lowest bid substantially exceeds the cost
estimates for the goods and services”) and N.J.S.A. 40A:11-13.2b (“the lowest bid substantially
exceeds the contracting unit’s appropriation for the goods or services™); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough of Bradley Beach hereby authorizes
re-advertisement for bids.
