PRESENTATIONS
Auditor David Kaplan presented the 2015 Audit stating the audit was completed and filed with the Department of Community Affairs on timely basis. The financial position and the performance for the year (2015): 
The 2015 budget was 9.1 million dollars with no over expenditures and no deferred charges
Current fund ending with 3.7 million in cash and 1.7 million in fund balance, slightly up from prior year. 
Beach utility had a 2 million dollar budget 1.7 million in beach badge revenue and a 1.7 fund balance. 
The sewer utility had a 2 million dollar budget and a 752,000.00 fund balance.
 The beach and sewer utility had no over expenditures and no deferred charges they are self-liquidating utilities.
Total Tax Levy: 15.8 8 million collected all but $170,000.00 of levy -  99.22% highest tax collection in over 10 years.
Two audit recommendations that require a corrective action plan.  1) beach badge:  application cards are to be stored in properly marked boxes until completion of audit, a beach badge application card box was destroyed in error as a result of a mismarked box.  2) Purchasing: the order must be encumbered before placing an order, it is difficult but the item should be encumbered prior to purchasing was the recommendation 

Mayor Engelstad explains the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, he stated that a public hearing was held at Riley Park regarding a proposed project. The proposal includes constructing the park for more functionality by correcting the slant on the pavers, creating a flat surface allowing for a permanent stage, benches, and umbrellas. etc. We will present our proposed project and all of the participants vote on the projects they determine most worthy of funding.

Mayor Engelstad gives an overview of the engineer’s monthly project report:
Improvements to Lake Terrace Park: the additional work at the east end of the park and documents have been submitted to the County Parks Department for an amended project close-out. A follow-up meeting was held with County officials to review our documentation and additional closeout information will be submitted in June.

Improvements to LaReine Avenue, sections one and two have been completed.

Route 71/Main Street (DOT)
The bikeway designations have been installed.  Crosswalks will not be done until handicap ramps are installed, which will be determined by the DOT. The crosswalks at Main and Third Avenue have been installed.

Sanitary Sewer Rehab – Section 1
Field work and base mapping are complete. We met with representatives of the DEP to continue the application process. The design plans and specs for the project were delivered to the NJEIT. 

Bryant Curry, Code Enforcement Officer, demonstrates a “portal for citizens” a feature on the borough website available for public use. The portal is connected to the SDL program that is utilized in the code/construction office. This site allows the public to search for permits, complaints and violations for all properties located within the Borough. The portal grants the ability to the public to lodge complaints directly to the construction office without the public viewing of the name of the complainant. Mr. Curry continued by instructing on how to access the site: log on to bradleybeachnj.gov, departments, code/&construction, SDL portal.

Public Comments
Randy Bonnell, 506 Third Avenue - expressed concerns regarding the finances of the borough. The audit should be used as a tool to make changes where needed. In reference to the recommendations there are things that need to be scrutinized. His greatest concern is the budget, and he didn’t see the full breakdown during the budget process. Mr. Bonnell spoke of the cost of sewer bills from the Neptune Sewerage Authority. 
Residents commented:  a pick-up truck/trailer with advertisement parked on Third Avenue. 
The Mayor advised that Mr. Curry will be contacting the owner of the vehicle. 
Residents also requested that the stage in Riley Park remain the same location size.
The Mayor responded the stage will remain in the same location

TJ Coan 612 Third Avenue - questioned item b on the consent agenda (dedication rider) Ms. Wilkins explained the requirement of a dedication rider on funds not anticipated on the budget and the funds will be utilized for Sylvan Lake improvements. Item h sewer improvement

COUNCIL REPORTS	
Councilman Cotler thanked the Police Department, Fire Department and First Aid for keeping all of us safe. He reminded everyone of the “Annual Coin Toss” July 4th weekend. He expressed deep sorrow for the terrible tragedy of the recent events in Orlando 

 Councilman Goldfarb congratulated the three police officers on their promotions and stressed the importance of leadership in the police department. In light of the events in Orlando the Police Department is crucial and we have some municipalities with a higher crime rate surrounding us and it impacts Bradley Beach. 

Councilman Galassetti stated that he did not have a report but a concern regarding 811 Ocean Avenue. They have a security guard at the premises and questioned if anyone the Mayor, Council, or Chief of Police have any information regarding the need for a security guard. Chief Guida responded that he can only speculate and that since we are keeping their feet to the fire, they are trying to keep things under control. 

Mayor Engelstad stated that he received many concerns from residents regarding 811 Ocean Avenue. A meeting will be scheduled and posted on the website for all residents with concerns with Councilman Cotler, Chief Guida, Mr. Curry and myself to address 811 Ocean Avenue.  
He thanked the Memorial Day Committee once again for the amazing job they do and Ben Stewart for joining us on Memorial Day as the guest speaker. We had a meeting at Sylvan Lake with the Engineer and residents regarding the action to be taken regarding the bulkhead. We will be merging a natural shoreline with the bulkhead and with the natural shoreline there is a significant cost savings.  We should be receiving estimates shortly. 

Public Comments

Randy Bonnell 506 Third Avenue - thanked the Mayor and Council for the four (4) Ordinances that were introduced this evening as they were “huge”. 
TJ Coan 612 Third Avenue - stated the Public Works department does a fantastic job but reminded them to check the storm drains for brush. He thanked the Mayor and Council for pushing for the crosswalks on Third Avenue. Regarding 811 Ocean Avenue it is supposed to operate as if it is any other house in Bradley Beach, however, having outside security is not like any other house and the agreement has no stipulation of outside security as well as sending the wrong message. 
Julie Nutaitis 605 Newark Avenue - expressed concerns regarding the parking of commercial vehicles.  Chief Guida responded that a lot of tickets are issued for overnight commercial vehicles parking.
Kathy Martin 410 Bradley Blvd voiced concerns of the vehicles on Bradley Blvd speeding.
Mayor Engelstad responded that he would refer her concerns to the Chief and Joyce to install additional speed limit signs.   
John Weber, Chair of the Environmental Commission thanked the Mayor and Council for new garbage cans and requested that the recycle containers on the beach have better markings. 

A resident had concerns regarding the lighting on McCabe Avenue. Mayor Engelstad responded that he would have Ms. Wilkins contact JCP&L.
