ENGINEER’S REPORT 
1. Route 71/Main Street (DOT)
· The bikeway designations (sharrows) have been installed.  Crosswalks will not be done until handicap ramps are installed. The status of this work has not yet been determined by DOT.
· We were told by DOT that three additional intersections are under review.  They are: Bradley Boulevard, McCabe Avenue and Park-Place Avenue.
· Confirmed that the recent survey fieldwork was started to support the design phase of this work by DOT.
· No update at this time.




2. Sanitary Sewer Rehab –Section 1
· A meeting was held with representatives of the DEP to continue the Application process.
· Design plans and specifications for the project were delivered to the NJEIT on March 2, 2016.  Hand copies of the plans and specifications were also submitted.
· We  continue  to provide follow  up  information  to both  NJEIT  and  DEP  as they  conduct their  final engineering, environmental and economic reviews.
· We received authorization to advertise the project for bids.
· Bids were received on March 30th The lowest responsible bidder is Precise Construction of Freehold, NJ, and we are awaiting authorization from NJEIT to award contracts. Once authorization is received we will hold a pre-construction meeting. 

3. Sylvan Lake Bank Stabilization 
· An application has been submitted to the Monmouth County Parks Department for an Open Space Grant, which is currently under review.
.	We have been notified that the Borough has received a grant in the amount 	of $161,000, which must be matched. The next steps are to secure the project 	funding (minimum of $322,000) and complete a Preliminary Assessment..

4.	Improvements to Riley Park
· An application was submitted to Monmouth County Planning for a Community Development Block Grant for this project.  The grant has been awarded; however, we are waiting for the dollar amount once the county funds are released from the federal government. 

Mayor Engelstad requested that the residents impacted during the Sanitary Sewer Rehab project will be notified at least one (1) week prior to construction as the roadways will be disrupted.

Councilman Cotler requested holding off the Sanitary Sewer project until September, Mr. Freda stated that once the contract is awarded he would make that request to the contractor.

He noted we are aware people don’t always use good judgement and will go into the water on unprotected beaches. He provided the monthly First Aid report.

Mayor Engelstad stated that the Centennial Fountain is under construction and unfortunately will not be done prior to Memorial Day. He announced the kick off to tourism with Freeholder Arnone on May 13th at the Gazebo. He continued that we have been receiving positive feedback on our newly opened trash/recycling center on Main Street.
