DISCUSSION ITEMS

Affordable Housing Plan
Thomas Behrens, P.P, AICP, of Burgis Associates, Inc. provided an overview of the Proposed Affordable Housing Ordinances.  He explained the process, stating that Burgis Associates was retained as consultants for the Affordable Housing Plan. They prepared a Fair Share Housing Plan which included Ordinances reviewed by the Planning Board and referred to the Mayor and Council for introduction/adoption. He stated that these Ordinances will regulate development of affordable housing.  He continued, the State of New Jersey requires every municipality to provide a percentage of affordable housing. It was determined after the creation of a vacant land analysis that Bradley Beach is fully developed and there are no units eligible for affordable housing. However, that does not alleviate the boroughs obligations of affordable housing. The proposed ordinances allow for the borough to dictate development areas and height limitations.  Mr. Behrens stated that the four (4) proposed ordinances regarding Affordable Housing are as follows:

(1)  	Affordable Housing Ordinance - sets forth the administration, process, eligibility        	requirements and key definitions for implementing an affordable housing program. 

(2) 	Affordable Housing Overlay Zone Ordinance – the overlay zone, includes the West Side 	of Main Street (GBW, O-P and B-O-R Zones).
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(3) 	Affordable Accessory Unit Ordinance - allows for accessory units (garage apartments). 	The purpose of the ordinance is the borough will receive 10 credits towards affordable 	housing with each accessory unit. An incentive is $10,000. - $15,000. to be paid 	towards the construction by the developer or the borough through bonding.
  
(4)	Development Fee Ordinance -  The purpose of the ordinance is to establish  a 	development fee within all zoning districts, residential developers, except for 	developers of the types of development exempted, shall pay a fee of 1 ½  percent of 	the equalized assessed value.

A lengthy discussion ensued between the Mayor, Council and Public expressing comments and concerns regarding the proposed ordinances. The Mayor and Council stated that they would like the Overlay Zone Ordinance amended to remove the GBW zone due to recent modifications to its zoning criteria and remove the Affordable Accessory Unit Ordinance completely.

The Borough’s Housing Element and Fair Share Plan was referred back to the Planning Board for amendment and changes. Upon adoption of the amended plan by the Planning Board the Ordinances will be returned to the Mayor and Council for review and introduction/adoption.

Verizon Wireless
Kathryn Windsor, Site Acquisition Specialist, Tilson Tech. Ms. Windsor stated that Verizon Wireless is requesting authorization to place an additional Communications Node at a light pole in front of 101 Evergreen Avenue. Mr. Griggs, an RF Engineer from Verizon explained the need for the additional NODE. The wireless communications devices utilized are rapidly increasing and the usage in the summer months drastically increases. He presented a colored coded graph showing the demand and the need of the additional Node. He stated that the Node will be placed at the top of street light pole and it will look identical to what is currently there with a wider base and a fixture on top. Councilman Cotler commented that if Verizon wishes to expand their business with the NODES the borough should be compensated. Mr. Griggs responded that New Jersey law prohibits municipalities from collecting a fee for Nodes. Mr. DuPont commented that the borough has an issue with the Poles/ Nodes that were previously installed, as they didn’t adhere to the plan presented. He recommended that Verizon schedule a meeting with him to further review the request.

Mayor Engelstad read the following Engineer’s report:

  	     Route 71/Main Street (DOT)
· The bikeway designations (sharrows) have been installed.   Crosswalks will not be done until handicap ramps are installed.  The status of this work has not yet been determined by DOT.
· We were told by DOT that three additional intersections are under review.  They are Bradley Boulevard, McCabe Avenue and Park-Place Avenue.
· Confirmed that the recent survey fieldwork was started to support the design phase of this work by DOT.
· No update at this time.

Sanitary Sewer Rehab –Section 1
· We met with representatives of the DEP to continue the Application process.
· Design plans and specifications for the project were delivered to the NJEIT on March 2, 2016.   Hand copies of the plans and specifications were also submitted.
· We continue to provide follow up information to both NJEIT and DEP as they conduct their final engineering, environmental and economic reviews.
· We received authorization to advertise the project for bids.
· The AD will run on February 28,2017, bids will be open on March 30, 2017

	Sylvan Lake Bank Stabilization 
· An application has been submitted to the Monmouth County Parks Department for an Open Space Grant, which is currently under review.

	Improvements to Riley Park
· An application was submitted to Monmouth County Planning for a Community Development Block Grant for this project.  The grant is currently pending.
· The application was ranked #3 in the County. The funding amount has not been confirmed
