Christopher Merkel of the Monmouth County Health Department presented to the Mayor and Council an overview of some of the various services provided by the health department:

The Mayor and Council had the following questions for Mr. Merkel: is testing done to the pipes at the Bradley Beach Elementary School for lead contaminants; where do the Health Department complaints come from; how often do you test the water at the bathing beaches; and how much notice is given to the public prior to mosquito spraying. Mr. Merkel responded to each inquiry that  the pipes are tested for lead at the school, the health department complaints come from numerous sources,  police, code enforcement and residents,  two (2) inspections are completed per season,  24-48 hour advanced notice is given to the public prior to mosquito spraying. Councilman Cotler stated that he did not think 24-48 hours prior notice of mosquito spraying was ample notice and recommended changing to 48-72 hours’ notice. Mr. Merkel stated he would look into extending the notice and by April 1st would advise of the decision. Councilman Weber commented that beach water conditions may be obtained at www.njbeaches.org . Councilman Goldfarb stated that he had dealt with the Monmouth County Health Department in the past and found them to be very responsive during all issues.

Thomas Coan 612 Third Avenue, commented on how quickly the Health Department responds to calls/complaints.

Kathy Martin, Bradley Blvd. questioned if the lakes are tested for bacteria. Mr. Merkel responded that the NJDEP and Health Department do lake sampling.

COUNCIL REPORTS
Councilman Weber announced that the Environmental Commission received a plaque for being a Sustainable Town in New Jersey. The Bradley Beach Elementary School will be offering parenting classes every Wednesday in the month of March and April.

Councilman Bonnell stated that the DPW was putting together a recycling center at the North End Lot on Main Street and they have future plans for the site. He shared sad news of the passing of Drew Hughes a former Bradley Beach resident in the military.

Councilman Cotler provided the First Aid Squad monthly report and thanked all volunteers.
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Mayor Engelstad announced that the borough will be conducting a budget workshop on March 7, 2017. He continued, we do not expect a tax increase this year. We have been advised by the auditor the boroughs financial status is strong, with low debt and a high rate of tax collection.

PUBLIC COMMENT
William Psiuk, 110 Third Avenue, stated that as Chairman of the Planning Board he cancelled the most recent meeting regarding the Affordable Housing Ordinances. He continued that after reviewing the proposed ordinances and changes, he had concerns regarding the impact on future development, and after speaking with Burgis Associates and the Planner, his concerns were validated. He would call a special meeting if necessary once the issues are addressed.
