ENGINEER’S REPORT
Gerald Freda presented the following updates on pending projects: 
Improvements to Lake Terrace Park – final closeout information has been submitted to the County Parks Department for their review.
Route 71/Main Street DOT – no current updates, however, some field work has been done and they are planning on upgrades to handicapped ramps and crosswalks.
Sanitary Sewer Rehab Section 1 – a letter was received from NJEIT giving the green light on the project, at this point we need to finish plans, prepare bid documents, go out for bonding and advertise by February 28th. The project will run from Evergreen Avenue to the South end of town.
Sylvan Lake Stabilization – no current updates, however, we should be receiving information regarding the status of our grant application sometime in February.
Improvements to Riley Park – we had been verbally advised that we will be funded, however, the CDBG will not commit the amount until they receive figures from the Federal Government.

PUBLIC COMMENT 
William Psiuk, 110 Fifth Avenue, expressed concerning regarding the concrete benches being broken when being moved at the gazebo during special events. 


Mayor Engelstad responded that he agreed with Mr. Psiuk, that the benches at the gazebo should only be moved by the Public Works Department.

Richard Despin 600 Third Avenue, had questions regarding the one day town-wide bulk trash collection.

Mayor Engelstad responded that the borough is in the early stages of in-house trash collection and the one day town- wide bulk collection will be reviewed at a future date.
