DISCUSSION ITEMS
Lobster Fest:
Mayor Engelstad stated that the borough was in receipt of a letter from the Chamber of Commerce requesting authorization to hold the Lobster Fest in June of 2017. He continued that the letter provided a background of the Lobster Fest noting it began eight (8) years ago, originally held in Riley Park and later moved to the beachfront.  It was first held in July and now it is being held in June. The Chamber of Commerce is the sponsor of the event and the promoter is Passion Group. The letter continued that the Lobster Fest is a great fund raiser and the Chamber and town benefit greatly. Mayor Engelstad stated that he supports the Chamber, however, it should not just be fund raising but to work for the businesses in town. He continued that he had concerns, regarding the clean up after the event that was not being properly coordinated with the Public Works Department, and is frequently asked, “What does the town get out of the event” He recommended that there be a tangible benefit to the town above just the cost and this may be the events last chance to make it work. Biagio Cofone, DPW Acting Supertendent stated that the cleanup is not as much of an issue as what is destroyed that cannot be repaired.  Councilman Bonnell commented that it seems the event is benefitting people outside of the borough more than it is benefitting our town. Councilman Cotler stated that the event benefits the Chamber and the weather is not a factor as the Passion Group guarantees payment even if the weather is bad. Various residents commented negatively on the parking issues during the event, vendors sleeping in trucks, the beer garden, and no benefit to businesses on Main Street. Mayor Engelstad stated stipulations should be imposed.  Council Member and Borough Representative participate in the contract negotiations which will include the logistics and the financials. The vendors will only be permitted to park in the North End lot and be responsible to pay for parking.

COUNCIL REPORTS
Councilman Weber advised the audience that the dune grass planting is scheduled for Saturday, January 28, 2017 at 10:30 am, encouraged all to participate and to bring your tools and shovels. We are promoting recycling education and the environmental commission will be involved. The Bradley Beach School is embarking on strategic planning and there is a survey on line that he asked all to complete. He continued by providing the annual year-end report of the Community Development and Code Enforcement Department. He commented on public participation at the meetings and thanked the residents for their input.
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Councilman Goldfarb stated he had no report to present at this time. 

Councilman Bonnell stated he was sharing an issue that the Quality of Life Committee had been reviewing: smoking on the west side of Ocean Avenue. He continued that we need to look for an alternative area for smokers as smoking is prohibited on the beach and  we may want to designate a smoking area off the beach on the east side of Ocean Avenue. He noted smokers are smoking on the west side of Ocean Avenue and dropping cigarette butts all over the west side of Ocean Avenue.

Councilman Cotler suggested that the borough add brush pick-ups during the summer months to the introduced Brush Ordinance as we need to make sure the needs of the residents are met. 

Mayor Engelstad advised that we started our budget workshop with the beach and sewer budget. We are reviewing the amount individuals are being paid out of the sewer budget. He continued in the next few weeks we will be introducing a Bond Ordinance for our sewer infrastructure on the south end that is well overdue. He commented that our relationship with neighboring Avon by the Sea has never better.
