Engineer’s Report by Gerald Freda
Mr. Freda stated that he had a few updates regarding pending projects. Improvements to LaReine Avenue (Section I and II): We are closing the project out and with the reinstatement of Transportation Trust Fund. We will meet with the CFO and request the balance of the grant money owed to the borough. Route 71/Main Street (DOT): We are trying to obtain additional information regarding the installation of handicap ramping at the crosswalks. Sanitary Sewer Rehab (Section I): We are very close in negotiating for payment and the construction plans are 90% complete. Sylvan Lake Park Bank Stabilization: The application has been submitted for the Monmouth County Open Space grant and we will not be notified of the outcome in January or February of 2017. Riley Park, Monmouth County Community Development Block Grant: We have been advised verbally that we will receive funds once they have been sent to the county. 

Mayor Engelstad questioned Mr. Freda, if the recently passed increase in gas tax make for more funds available?  Mr. Freda responded that he was hopeful that down the line it would open up more funding Mayor Engelstad then continued, “When will we need to submit renderings of the Sylvan Lake project” Mr. Freda stated that we will not provide renderings until a successful award of the grant. Mayor Engelstad advised Mr. Freda that we would like to address the renovation of the lifeguard station and to keep as much of the improvements in house as possible as the improvements are well over due. 

PUBLIC COMMENT

Thomas Coan, 612 Third Avenue had a question regarding adding an item to the agenda with less than 48 hours’ notice, as there was no time of the essence issue . He continued that he would like more detail of the closed session. He stated that he agreed that the Chief needed a contract but not right now. He requested that the Chief’s contract be separated from the consent agenda. Mr. DuPont responded that he did not agree with Mr. Coan as per our ordinance, the meeting was advertised and posted on the web-site and the Chief’s contract was on the original agenda. He continued that closed session discussion is exempt.

COUNCIL REPORTS
Councilman Cotler thanked all in attendance and for all who had voted in the election. He stated that he felt humbled, will listen, take advice and continue to do good work for the borough.

Councilman Volante stated that he wished to address the issues brought up this evening. He continued that he had been selected for three (3) years to negotiate contracts, adopt policy, meet with department heads and employees and will continue to do so until the December 31, 2016.  Further, he stated Bradley Beach is his hometown and there are no hidden agendas just staying committed to Bradley Beach. 

Councilman Goldfarb presented the Fire Department monthly activity report. He thanked all that voted in the election and stated that he was proud to serve the borough. He wished all a Happy Thanksgiving. 

Councilman Galassetti stated that Councilman Cotler made a very good statement and he felt the same. He continued that he did not run for re-election, noting that serving the borough is not for the money but the love of Bradley Beach. He wished all of the candidates well in the future. 

Mayor Engelstad stated that he was approached prior to the election from an individual having an issue with the Chief’s contract and they stated they would run someone against him because of the contract. He continued, stating the Chief and I do not always have the same opinion but we have a first class police department. He then informed the audience of the Bonfire on Friday at 6:00 pm and the Tree Lighting in Riley Park on Sunday.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Thomas Coan, 612 Third Avenue expressed concerns regarding the Chief’s Contract. He stated that the Mayor confirmed that the contract was political in nature and it was a lame duck council approving the contract. Further, it reeks of politics, noting this is nothing against the Chief, just looking for transparency. The previous contract was not approved for six months and he did not understand the rush on this contract. Mayor Engelstad responded that just because there was a delay last time doesn’t mean we should delay it this time. It is the same contract as the previous one. 

Bill Psiuk, 110 Fifth Avenue, expressed concerns regarding the additional 150 square feet at the Verizon Cell Tower. Mayor Engelstad responded that he please provide us with your recommendations.
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A resident thanked the Mayor and Council for voting on the Chief’s contact. Then stated that the Chief worked very hard and it was well deserved. Also, it is unfortunate that the Chief has an issue every time his contract comes up for renewal. She then expressed concerns on flooding on Ocean Avenue with the new pavement. Mr. Freda responded that anytime there is a flat surface paving it is subject to water. 

A resident expressed concerns regarding clothing bin containers being an eye-sore.  Mayor Engelstad agreed and it would be researched and addressed at the next council meeting. 

A resident expressed concerns regarding blinking signage. Mayor Engelstad directed Mr. Curry to research for zoning requirements and possible ordinance restrictions.
