AUTHORIZING ADOPTION OF 
 MASTER PLAN RE-EXAMINATION REPORT


WHEREAS, the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Act Law (N.J.S.A. 40:55D-89) requires that a municipality, by its Planning Board, provide a general re-examination of its Master Plan and development regulations every ten years; and 



WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach has undertaken a general re-examination of the Bradley Beach Master Plan and development regulations by engaging Jennifer C. Beahm, P.P., A.I.C.P., of CME Associates, to prepare a Master Plan Re-examination Report; and 



WHEREAS, Jennifer C. Beahm has prepared a Master Plan Re-examination Report dated June, 2014, which addresses the following:



A.  The major problems and objectives relating to land development at the time of adoption of the last re-examination report; 



B.  The extent to which the problems and objectives have been reduced or have increased subsequent to the date of the adoption of the last re-examination report; 



C.  The extent to which there have been significant changes to the assumptions, policies, and objectives forming the basis of the Master Plan or development regulations as last revised, with particular regard to the density and distribution of population and land uses, housing conditions, circulation, conservation of natural resources, energy conservation, collection, disposition and recycling of designated recyclable materials, and changes in state, county and municipal policies and objectives; 



D.  The specific changes recommended for the Bradley Beach Master Plan, if any, including underlying objectives, policies and standards, or whether a new plan or regulations should be prepared; and



E.  The recommendations of the Planning Board concerning the incorporation of Redevelopment Plans into the land use plan element of the municipal Master Plan, and recommends that although there are currently no Redevelopment Areas in the Borough of Bradley Beach, the same is a viable tool to stimulate private investment, economic development and reconstitute otherwise stagnant buildings, structures, properties and/or areas of the Borough for future use.
            WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach held public hearings upon notice as required by law, and the Board has reviewed the proposed Master Plan Re-examination Report above indicated, and has had the opportunity to discuss same with the Borough Planner and members of the public. 


WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach moved for a positive vote to approve the proposed Master Plan Re-examination Report above indicated at its public meeting on June 17, 2014, at which time the same was approved by a vote of 6 in favor and 3 opposed; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach determined that the vote taken on June 17, 2014, was incorrect and voidable based on the fact that of the 9 members voting, the Class II member was under the assumption that he was an alternate and the recently appointed Class IV member was the tenth member of the Planning Board and should have remained Alternate I; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach declared the vote of June 17, 2014, void and held a public hearing on July 24, 2014, after providing the notice to the surrounding municipalities and the general public as required by the Municipal Land Use Law, for the sole purpose of voting anew on the Master Plan Re-examination Report dated June, 2014, prepared by Jennifer C. Beahm., P.P., A.I.C.P., of CME Associates, without any additional public comment;  



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach, that it hereby adopts the Master Plan Re-examination Report dated June, 2014, prepared by Jennifer C. Beahm., P.P., A.I.C.P., of CME Associates, in full satisfaction of its requirements, as set forth in the Municipal Land Use Law as aforesaid.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Planning Board of the Borough of Bradley Beach that a copy of this Resolution and the Master Plan Re-examination Report dated June, 2014, be forwarded to the Monmouth County Planning Board and the Municipal Clerks of each adjoining municipality to the Borough of Bradley Beach.
