CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Engelstad stated we would be discussing the Parking situation on Main Street.  He continued that he had identified six (6) pressure points on Main Street: Evergreen Avenue overflow from “Vics”, Third Avenue around the “Movie Theater”, Fifth Avenue by the “Elbow Room”, Brinley Avenue by “DelPonte’s Bakery “and LaReine Avenue around the “Buttered Biscuit”.  He requested Jennifer Beahm the borough planner to weigh in. She stated that there are different options however, in her opinion purchasing property for parking is not the best use of real estate. The Mayor continued that this may lead to a bigger conversation regarding re-development which would include a plan for parking. The Planner commented that if you prepare a re-development plan the borough will have more control over the development and parking may be incorporated into the plan. She continued that she has been involved with plans in other municipalities that allow for parking in the rear of the property and allow for building closer to the street. 

Mr. DuPont suggested that the borough do a parking spot inventory of the town. Councilman Cotler stated that he had a different prospective to the parking situation, people do not expect to pull up right in front of a restaurant or business and find a parking space, they  expect to walk similar what you do in New York City where people walk for several blocks to the theater or  restaurant. This is an opportunity for Bradley Beach to promote exercise and Bradley Beach will become a walking town. Councilman Weber responded that he was in agreement with Councilman Cotler and we are in a new era with different ways to get around such as uber, lift etc. The Mayor stated that the workshop meeting in June will be dedicated to further discuss parking and re-development.

Public Comment:
William Psiuk (110 Fifth Avenue) suggested the use of the firehouse parking lot for additional parking spaces.  Mayor Engelstad responded that is difficult as the Fire Department rents out the banquet hall for events and we would never be certain if the lot was available. 

TJ Coan (Third Avenue) commented that the zoning board did a good job with the recent application for a brewery on Main Street where no additional parking would be required.
