CALL TO ORDER

Ms. Barrett, Municipal Clerk announced that the sound recorder was not operating properly, and that there would not be a clear recording of the meeting, noting that it is not a state requirement to record the meeting.  The Mayor and Council proceeded with the Budget Workshop Meeting. 

Ms.Krzyzczuk, Chief Financial Officer, reviewed the budget line items with the Mayor and Council. 

Mr. Cofone, Acting Superintendent of the Public Works Department stated that he was requesting equipment purchases from the 2017 budget. He explained that the Department of Public Works currently utilizes a Cushman for trash collection, the men are able to pick-up an entire street without the use of the regular size garbage truck. Purchasing an additional Cushman would be beneficial in trash collection by reducing the time it takes for collection. The DPW is also requesting a KUBODA which is a multi-purpose piece of equipment for the beachfront.

A discussion ensued regarding the material used to black top the North End Lot and the placement of fencing along the railroad tracks.

Dick Johnson, Lifeguard requested additional money in his budget to cover CPR training. Councilman Goldfarb suggested that the training be done by the Bradley Beach Police Department at no cost. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Stankiewicz, Borough Auditor informed the Mayor and Council that the borough is in good standing financially. He continued that in 2017 the borough will see a significant decrease in debt service, however, the debt will return in 2018. He suggested keeping the debt service flat as you don’t want a roller coaster budget in the following years. He suggested being aggressive with the Capital Budget and lower the anticipated revenues. He recommended that the borough adopt an ordinance allowing for a Cap Bank which is just a formality and safety net for future years.
