RESOLUTION NO. 2020-
RESOLUTION TEMPORARILY PROHIBITING ALL HOTELS, MOTELS,
GUEST HOMES, OR PRIVATE RESIDENCES, OR PARTS THEREOF, FROM

ACCEPTING ANY NEW TRANSIENT GUESTS, SHORT-TERM TENANTS, OR
SEASONAL TENANTS AS OF 8:00PM ON APRIL 14, 2020

Mayor Engelstad offered the following Resolution and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Executive Order No. 107, issued by the Governor of the State of
New Jersey on March 21, 2020, all non-essential businesses, but not lodging businesses, were
ordered closed within the entire State of New Jersey during the COVID-19 pandemic crisis; and

WHEREAS, paragraph 1 of Executive Order No. 108, simultaneously issued by the
Governor of the State of New Jersey together with Executive Order No. 107 on March 21, 2020,
deemed “[a]ny county or municipal restriction imposed in response to COVID-19 that in any way
will or might conflict with any of the provisions of Executive Order No. 107” to be invalid; and

WHEREAS, nonetheless, Executive Order No. 108 recognized that there are certain
circumstances in which it may be beneficial for municipalities, such as the Borough of Bradley
Beach, to impose additional restrictions; and

WHEREAS, Executive Order No. 108 specifically identified that certain municipalities,
such as the Borough of Bradley Beach, may have legitimate concerns about an influx of new
visitors, which may cause public health concerns as the State imposes social distancing measures
and aims to avoid unnecessary increases in density of individuals; and

WHEREAS, substantial influxes of new visitors may overtax the health care facilities and
public safety and emergency services in a particular locality as COVID-19 spreads through the
increased population; and

WHEREAS, Executive Order No. 108 therefore permitted municipalities to impose
additional restrictions on online marketplaces for arranging or offering lodging in response to
COVID-19; and



WHEREAS, on March 30, 2020, pursuant to the Governor’s Executive Order No. 108, the
Mayor and Emergency Management Coordinator of the Borough of Bradley Beach issued a
Proclamation temporarily prohibiting all AirBnB and short-term rentals within the Borough; and

WHEREAS, on April 4, 2020, the Director of Emergency Management for the State of
New Jersey issued Administrative Order No. 2020-8, amending Executive Order No. 108 “to allow
municipalities and counties to impose additional restrictions in response to COVID-19 on the
ability of hotels, motels, guest houses, or private residences, or parts thereof, to accept new
transient guests or seasonal tenants” any time after 8:00 p.m. on April 5, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Bradley Beach have legitimate
concerns about any new visitors entering the Borough during the COVID-19 crisis, including, but
not limited to, public health concerns about any increase in the density of individuals despite the
State’s social distancing measures;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor & Council of the Borough of
Bradley Beach, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey hereby temporarily prohibit all hotels,
motels, guest houses, or private residences, or parts thereof, from accepting any new transient
guests, short-term tenants, or seasonal tenants as of 8:00 p.m. on April 14, 2020; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall remain in effect until the
rescission of the authorities granted the Borough of Bradley Beach by the Governor’s Executive
Order No. 108 and/or Director’s Administrative Order No. 2020-8; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the
Administrator, Emergency Management Coordinator, Code Enforcement Department, and to the
extent known, all hotels, motels, guest houses, or private residences accepting transient guests,

short-term tenants, or seasonal tenants within the Borough of Bradley Beach.
