2016 WORKSHOP

Discussion Items
Sylvan Lake Bulkhead 
Borough Engineer Freda presented the following options to repair the damaged bulkhead and presented an ariel of Sylvan Lake:
(1) Extend the concrete wall to the outlet structure, we must receive approval from DEP, the approximate cost being 1.2 million to 1.3 million and work would need to be completed in stages.
(2) Replace existing bulkhead with a composite, it is more economically friendly, at half the cost at approximately $750,000.00.
(3) Living shoreline, meaning a lot of different things, not certain of the cost possibly $400,000. - $500,000.   
(4) A mix of bulkhead and a living shoreline in pockets where space allows. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Engineer Freda continuing stated that once a plan is decided the borough will have to contact the DEP. In order to qualify for an open space grant the language in the master plan would need to be amended to allow for Open Space to qualify for the grant. Capt. Al stated that there is room for a living shoreline and you can design any way you wish. We control the height of vegetation on what type of plant we choose to plant.

Residents commented:
Be respectful of the wildlife and questions regarding the type of composite that may be used.

Mayor Engelstad announced that a meeting would be scheduled for Sylvan Lake and it would be held at Sylvan Lake for public participation.
